Feb 19 introduced the SEWA program as one of the five core areas of the CBSE syllabus that

There is an urgent
need to foster strong mental and social health amongst today’s children to direct their
mind in constructive activities with positive outcomes through the facilitation of creative
and critical thinking. This would help them to develop self confidence and self-esteem.
Another objective of this program is to underline the significance of the interdependence
of all human beings and our dependence on the environment in this shrinking global
village. Keeping this in mind, multiple possibilities of projects were taken up by the
school under SEWA such as seminar on Drug Addiction, Importance of Trees, Helping
school authority in organizing BalMela, Hindi Diwas, Participation in youth parliament
sessions, cleanups and recycling etc. discussions were held in the classes on the activities
of the project.
